Here are the Minutes of the Annual Parish Meeting of Little Compton Village
It was held on Monday 29th April 2024 at 6pm in the Village Hall. 
Present :	Councillors Charlie Huntingford, Matt Povey (Chairman), Nigel Martin, Graeme Evans, Wayne Parker and Sarah Elliott (Clerk) also District Cllr Sarah Whalley-Hoggins and twelve residents attended including Mike Hartnell Ann Hanks and Peter Green who were giving reports.
  

1. The Chairman, Cllr Matt Povey opened the meeting and welcomed all present.  
2. Apologies were received from County Cllr Jo Barker
3. The Chairman gave a report on the previous year’s events.  This included the co-option of  Cllr Wayne Parker, the erection of the Bus Shelter, the pending white gates and tree works carried out in the cemetery.  Ongoing projects include supply of further waste bins and gym equipment into the playing field. 
A resident asked the council to introduce themselves at this point so that she could put the names to the people, which all councillors did. 
4. The following reports will be made available on our website, address shown above.  
a. The Chairman read out a report from the Acorns Primary School at Long Compton.
b. Ann Hanks gave a report on the Village Hall
c. Mr Peter Green, Vice Chancellor of Reed Business School gave a detailed report on the activities of the school.  During his report, the Councillors present and the residents took the opportunity to ask him some questions which he happily responded to as follows:  When asked if Reed had any plans to buy property in the village, he responded that he had no immediate knowledge of plans to do so.  DCllr Sarah pointed out that the village had significant concerns about the number of empty properties in such a small community and asked if Reed would offer any return benefits for the residents of Little Compton such as use of the Reed facilities in any way.  Mr Green said Reed would be open to discuss this and added that the gardens are open on 18th August as part of the National Garden Scheme and all residents would receive free entry.  A resident asked him about the gardening service carried out by the school which affected her property and Mr Green said he was unable to answer sufficiently but would look into the matter.
d. Mike Hartnell gave us a brief update on trees in the village and the work carried out at the cemetery.
e. Cllr Nigel Martin gave a summary report on the Cemetery
5. Minutes from the Annual Parish Meeting in 2023 were approved and signed by the Chairman.
6. The following items were brought up by the residents attending :
a. Daphne brought up the large pothole along Brewery Row which has appeared.  Wayne Parker will investigate and advise on ‘Fix my Street’ to Warwickshire Highways.
b. A resident asked about a new bus service by Pullhams, No 801 going between Chipping Norton and Cheltenham via Moreton and asked if they would stop at Little Compton.  Matt Povey will enquire.
c. A lady asked about the Bridalway passing by Salters Well and was it still accessible.  Most people agreed it was open and accessible and if it is closed it is often due to muddy conditions.  She asked Mr Green about access across Reed Farmland and Mr Green said he would find out if there are Permissive Rights given.

7. The above issues were discussed with councillors at the meeting and will be dealt with over the coming weeks/months.
8. The Chairman closed the meeting at around 7pm.
